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Planting Window: NSW and Southern QLD

The Planting Window requires all planting of Bollgard Il and refuges to be watered up or planted into moisture by the 15
November 2007. Recent proposals to extend the planting window have not been accepted. Please refer to the Letter sent out
last week in regard to the TIMS committee being in consultation with resistance researchers, Monsanto and the regulator
(APVMA) to explore various scenarios that might play out as the season progresses.

NB: Growers choosing the sorghum or corn (maize) options will undergo additional
audits during the season to ensure compliance and those sufficient, timely plantings
have been made to ensure that the crop is attractive at the stipulated time. At least
one third of the required refuge area should be planted at each planting.
